Watercourses
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� There are several watercourses throughout the study corridor 
and 10 individual water crossings
� The project team is working with Toronto Region 
Conservation Authority to protect and mitigate impacts to water 
crossings, valley corridors, significant vegetation, and wetlands
� Protecting and improving the water crossings is a key project 
goal
� The watercourses serve as important natural resources in the 
corridor, and are a part of the Don River watershed

Existing congestion in the AM Peak Period is 
concentrated between Jane and Keele

� Crosswalk needed at Plaisance Road 
� Improve GO Train Service
� Enforce and expand truck restriction
� Garbage accumulates at bus stops
� Add left turn lane on Carrville
� No additional public transportation

� Widen the entire corridor, long overdue
� Construct a bridge to connect Langstaff 

between Keele and Jane

“Do Nothing” – No improvements made throughout the corridor

“Travel Demand Management” – Reduce vehicle volumes by creating bike lanes to 
accommodate vulnerable road users, advocating carpool lanes, making transit 
more attractive to all road users, encouraging working from home and supporting 
flexible work hours

“Transportation Systems Management” – Improve traffic flow through traffic signal 
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“Transportation Systems Management” – Improve traffic flow through traffic signal 
coordination, queue jump lanes, improving alternate routes, and adding turn lanes at 
intersections to facilitate goods movement and safety

“Convert a Lane for HOV and / or Transit” – Designate one lane in each 
direction for High Occupancy Vehicles and/or Transit only, while maintaining 
the existing community infrastructure

“Widen for HOV and Transit” – Widen the road to provide additional lanes 
designated for HOV and / or Transit only, to optimize traffic flow
